John Oakley “Dukie” Childs

changed his address to heaven on August 18. Colonel Childs was a larger-
than-life personality for anyone who ever met him, and he was a big
supporter of Tyler Aggie Moms. Well into his 80s he was still leading yell
practice for those who were lucky enough to be in the right place at the
right time. Col. Childs was born and raised in Jacksonville, and he
graduated from Texas A&M in 1953. He was a senior yell leader, a
member of the corps of cadets, and a charter member of the Memorial
Student Center Student Committee. He received a degree in mechanical
engineering and later a Master’s Degree in Personnel Administration from
George Washington University. Col. Childs entered the U.S. Army upon
graduation from A&M. He served for 21 years and commanded the Battalion that was home to the
Band of Brothers rifle company. He retired as an Infantry Lieutenant Colonel. Col. Childs was
active in Green Acres Baptist Church and numerous nonprofit organizations and boards. He is
survived by three sons, six grandchildren, two great-grandchildren, and the Love of his Life,
Thelma Ruth. Thelma Ruth was the first honorary Aggie Mom inducted into Tyler Aggie Moms.
